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To achieve the overall ITER machine availability target, it is mandatory to test the port plugs at operating temperature before installation on the machine and after refurbishment.

The ITER port plug test facility (PPTF) provides the possibility to test upper and equatorial port plugs before installation on the machine. 
“Project Center ITER” and “Cryogenmash” have carried out construction and calculations of all the subsystems of the test stand at the current stage. The major subsystems are:

-vacuum system;

-heating system;

- control system;

- PSS system and etc.

The report describes the characteristics of subsystems and the issues of integration of vacuum stands in a "hot cell" ITER.
